1. The workbook requires the Solver add-in.  If it is not installed, you will need your CD-ROM copy of MS Office.  Here is how to install it:
Tools > Add-Ins > (click on checkbox for “Solver Add-in”)

2. The workbook contains Visual-Basic macros.  You must set the security level of Excel at “Medium”, in order to be prompted as to whether you will allow macros to be enabled.  Here is how to set the security level:
Tools > Options > (choose the “Security” folder) > Macro Security … > (choose “Medium”)

Close the workbook and re-open it.

3. When you open the workbook, you must “enable macros” when prompted.
4. The data units on the y-axis label of the SED graph at the bottom-right of the “SED fit for specified source” worksheet is incorrect (sorry, my mistake!).

5. The entire workbook is unprotected.  You must take care to enter values into the worksheets sheet only in the yellow cells.  Entering values into other cells may result in the deletion of important formulas.

Select a source ID from the "Flux catalog” spreadsheet
Enter the source ID into cell C14,

Enter initial guesses in yellow cells in B16:021 range.




Also, you must guard against entering Excel’s “design mode” by accident.  There are two ways to spot this.  First, the design-mode icon will be highlighted in orange when you are in the design mode:
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You must exit the design mode (which will turn off the orange highlighting).  Since the icon is a toggle-switch, simply click on it to exit the design mode.  A second way to tell if you are in the design mode is when you press a “Solve” button on the “SED fit for specified source” worksheet, and you see white circles around the “Solve” button:

If you see this, click on the design-mode icon to exit the design mode.  Then try clicking the “Solve” button again.
