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This study proposes to use archival data from GALEX, SDSS, and WISE to produce a color magnitude diagram showing a correlation between luminosity and color of Type I Active Galactic Nuclei (AGN).  Previous attempts to determine the inherent luminosity of AGN have not been successful due to a limited number of qualified sources, variability of the AGN, and a broad range of time between observations.  To increase the probability that this study will be successful in finding a correlation we intend to; (1) Increase the number of sources, and wavelengths by focusing on Type I quasars at similar local redshifts. (2) Use Type I AGN, this will provide us with a clear view of the accretion disk with minimal interference from the surrounding dust of the torus, and help to limit variability.  (3) GALEX, SDSS, and WISE missions have all launched within a similar time frame providing us observations that are reasonably close together.
